Arrangementer fandt sted i dagene torsdag D. 17. til fredag D. 18. september 2009 på Fuglsangcentret i Fredericia. Deltagerne var repræsentanter fra punktskriftnævnene i Sverige, norge, Finland og Nanmark. 

temaet for konferencen var "8-punkt i elektronisk tekst". Motiveringen for valget af temaet var, at 8-punkt har gennem de senere år fået en stadigt større udbredelse ved brug af diverse typer af elektronisk notatudstyr til punktskrift. Synscenter Refsnæs har gennem en længere årrække produceret undervisningsmateriale til Folkeskolen i 8-punkt og endelig ønskede punktskriftnævnet at præsentere Latex for konferencen. Latex er et naturvidenskabeligt notationsprog, som anvendes internationalt på højt naturvidenskabeligt niveau. Når LateX er interessant i relation til punktskrift, hænger det sammen med, at LateX skrives lineært som litterær tekst og som punktskrift. 

Fællesmødet mellem punktskriftnævnene er en tilbagevendende anledning til at kunne udveksle erfaringer og informere om eventuelle udviklingsinitiativer. 

Deltagerne i dette nordiske samarbejde dækker omkostningerne ved rejse og ophold, hvorved værtslandet kun har beskedne udgifter i forbindelse med afviklingen af denne konference og fællesmødet.

konferencen og fællesmødet fandt sted i dagene 27. til 28. maj 2010 i Reykjavik.

Konferencespoget har hidtil i samarbejdet været skandinavisk, men ved denne lejlighed blev det besluttet, at sproget skulle være engelsk.

Introduction:

Iceland is proud to be given the opportunity to host the 2010 NBA conference in collaboration with Norway.

It is an exciting year for Icelandic Braille as we finally have a formal committee for standardizing Icelandic Braille and we are working on Icelandic rules and standards, starting with official standards for the Braille characters themselves and we´re hoping to have both official Braille layout rules ready by the end of the year as well as first draft of a system of contracted Braille, which Iceland has not had since the 1970s.

Icelandic should become a part of the Danish Robobraille system shortly after the meeting and we want to learn from our Nordic friends in creating our standards and hopefully contribute our thoughts and experiences. We hope to participate in the Nordic Braille Authority for years to come.

Since Iceland is so far away from the rest of Scandinavia we wanted to make the meeting a little bit longer than usual and concentrate on 2 main topics plus a presentation.

The topics are Braille Layout, as suggested by Norway, and Braille and computer mathematics. We have a lot of questions and there seems to be a lot of different approaches in mathematics and we want to create a venue where these approaches can be shared and discussed.

These topics will be given equal time on Thursday May 27th but on the 28th we have  half a day of talks on various issues followed by a lunch reception by the Blindrafelagid, the Icelandic Organization of the Visually Impaired (BIOVI).

A more detailed program follows. Please find within it ideas of topics and questions we suggest will be the basis of presentations and discussions.

If you have any comments, suggestions or detailed presentation ideas for your country or you feel something should be addressed differently, please email us as soon as possible. Also we expect you to email us with your suggested presentations, and we will update them here as they become available.

We are looking forward to seeing you in Iceland and we will try to keep our volcanoes quiet, be assured there is no risk.

If we still have not gotten through the presentations we will do these first.

Then we'll have Discussions on Nordic Braille layout, should we aim for a consistent layout for all nordic countries or stick to having different rules in different countries.

As part of this discussions it would be very beneficial if each country brought a copy of its layout rules, if they have any official rules, preferably in English or a Scandinavian language.

If each country could also bring a printed copy of a short story (may be 20 to 30 pages) using these rules that would be extremely helpful.

If the country could bring 5 copies so each country had a copy of all Nordic layout rules that would be ideal, if not one copy could be brought and one of the countries could undertake the task of going over the rules and preparing a web page or document where the rules and differences are listed and could be used for future discussion. This would be made accessible to all countries once it has been prepared.

3. Math input for the student. How can a blind student create professional looking print version of math homework for sighted teachers and colleagues without special transcription help, what software and math system is used.

We expect short overview from each country on what systems are used for these things and experience and challenges, then we can discuss the differences in approaches and may be learn from each other.

This section will start off with a presentation of current computer math systems by Birkir Gunnarsson, based on a presentation by John Gardner, professor and founder of ViewPlus who gave a presentation on the subject at the CSUN conference in March 2010 and has graciously allowed use of his presentation material for our conference.
